Tree of the month 
 
SOUTHERN MAGNOLIA (MAGNOLIA GRANDIFLORA) 
 

The Southern Magnolia is one of the most beautiful native evergreen trees with its 
straight trunk, conical crown, and very fragrant, very large, white flowers.  It can grow 
to be 50 feet tall or more with a dense growth of smooth, leathery leaves that are shiny 
on top and rusty below. Fragrant, creamy-white flowers about 8 inches across appear on 
the ends of thick, tough stems all over the tree.  The blossoms last only two to three 
days before falling off, but continue to appear throughout the summer and into fall.  
This hardy tree enjoys the warm Florida climate.
