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Birding on Palmer Ranch
This week’s photos are of White Pelicans seen visiting the grounds of Palmer Ranch.

White Pelicans are one of the largest birds in North America, with a 9-foot wingspan. Similar to Brown
Pelican in shape but much larger, and very different in habits: occurs far inland, feeds cooperatively in shallow
lakes, does not dive from the air for fish. Despite its great size, a spectacular flier, with flocks often soaring
very high in the air, ponderously wheeling and circling in unison.
