Turn Clocks Ahead This Sunday

This is a reminder that daylight saving time begins at 2 am on
Sunday, March 8th, when clocks will “spring forward” to 3 am.

This time change serves as an important reminder to complete a
crucial safety check - changing the batteries in your smoke alarms.

What is the Master Association?

The Master Association is the Palmer Ranch Master Property Owners Association, Inc. All
owners of Residential, Commercial-Industrial and Recreational properties are Members of
the Master Association.

The purpose of the Master Association is enforcement of the covenants, monitoring
functions including governmental requirements of the development, maintaining, and
enhancing the Master Association common area landscape including public road and
drainage rights of way, as well as additional responsibilities further defined in the
Declaration of Protective Covenants, Conditions and Restrictions for Palmer Ranch.
There are many property types on Palmer Ranch.  For purposes of classification and
representation to the Master Association they are Residential, Commercial/Industrial, and
Recreational.  Residential properties may further be identified as single-family homes,
condominiums, apartments, and assisted living facilities.

Just How Large is Palmer Ranch? 

The development area of Palmer Ranch is defined by the Master Development Order
(MDO), filed with the state, region, and county.  This instrument allows up to 14,200
residential building values, as well as other values, such as Commercial-Industrial space,
within the development area. 

Look to the Master Association website at www.palmerranch.net for the outline of the
development area containing 7,000± acres. Note from the website map that the perimeter
of the Development Area is not a rectangle. 

Parcels of land within the MDO become part of the Master Association when an
Incremental Development Order (IDO) is approved, thus the size of the Master
Association is not static. 

There is an additional 2,400 acres± of Palmer Ranch, on the east side of I-75. At this time,
this land is not anticipated to become part of the Master Association.

Natural Assets

Coyotes in and around Palmer Ranch: FAQ
 
Are coyotes common in our area?
Coyotes are well established throughout Sarasota
County, including Palmer Ranch. Coyotes are adaptable
and can thrive in suburban and urban areas. According to
the Florida Fish and Wildlife Conservation Commission,
coyotes are considered an established, not invasive,
species in Florida.
 
What do coyotes eat?

Coyotes are omnivores. They hunt small prey including rodents and rabbits, and
sometimes bigger animals such as raccoons and white-tailed deer. They also eat fruit and
other plants. They are scavengers and will eat animal remains or wildlife eggs when they
find them. In our area, easily attainable coyote food is plentiful, so coyotes do not
generally attack larger animals.
 
When are coyotes most active?
Coyotes are most likely to be seen around dawn and dusk but are active day and night. 
 
Are coyotes dangerous to people and pets?
Coyotes rarely attack people. However, babies and toddlers should always be supervised
when outdoors. 
 
Coyotes may see small pets as prey. It is important to keep small dogs on leash or
secured, and not to let cats roam freely.
 
Biting incidents are generally associated with coyotes that have lost their natural fear of
humans, for example because people have intentionally fed them. But these incidents are
rare. According to University of Florida Institute of Food and Agricultural Sciences,
(UF/IFAS), “A study investigating instances of coyotes biting people in the United States
and Canada from 1960 to 2006 documented 142 instances where coyotes bit or attacked
people, which equates to three attacks per year over a 46-year timeframe. To place this in
perspective, the website DogsBite.org reports that in the United States, roughly 1,000
people require emergency care treatment for serious dog bites every day, more than
12,000 people are hospitalized due to dog bite injuries every year.” 
 
What safety precautions should residents observe?

Don’t ever feed coyotes or other wildlife. Secure trash and pet food.
Be mindful of small children and pets when outdoors.
If a coyote approaches, it will likely be timid. However, hazing a coyote (yelling,
banging pans, blowing whistles, or making other loud noises; looking big; and
waving arms) is effective when needed. The coyote may retreat and then stop and
look at you, so keep making a variety of loud noises and “big” physical stances until
the animal is gone. Don’t run away from a coyote.

The importance of American White Pelican in our waterways.

American White Pelicans are migratory birds with up to 9-foot wingspans that frequently
visit Florida coastal/inland areas during winter - they’re our real Snowbirds. They feed on
fish, crustaceans or amphibians. They are also known as ‘cooperative fishing birds’. They
are known to herd fish into shallow water where they can scoop them up. This is why
you’ll often see all of them swimming in circles - that’s the clue they’re herding.

The American White Pelican plays a crucial role in maintaining the health and balance of
our waterways. Their foraging habits help control the population of fish, which in turn helps
manage the overall health of aquatic ecosystems. By foraging small fish, they contribute to
the overall health of the waterways by reducing the number of larger fish that can
overpopulate and outcompete smaller species for resources. Additionally, their migration
patterns and wintering grounds are vital for the survival of many other species that depend
on these waterways for food and habitat.
Because American White Pelicans do not dive for their food, they are susceptible to
surface level pollutants. Because they are considered a “species of special concern” in
some areas of our world, let’s please be more mindful of the chemicals your pond
maintenance vendors are using. 

﻿Chances are if your ponds have white pelicans in them during the winter months, you are
doing the right thing.
